Linda designs and creates luxurious boxes, by layer ing fabrics and 
papers with intricate hand and machine embroidery, combining 
texture and detail through sensitive heat manipulat ion, print and 
delicate cutwork by hand. Inspired by a journey of discovery into 
her Great-Grandfather’s diaries from Lancashire in the 1920’s, 
especially curiousity shops, adverts, English flowe rs and cherished 
heirlooms which bare a story from the time, every n ostalgic box is 
individually made. ‘Imperfections’ (loose threads, pencil marks) are 
imperative to the working methods, intended charact eristics of an 
exclusive piece. 
 
Since graduating in 2007, Linda has exhibited exten sively, from the Shetlands to Brighton to Brussels.  
She has exhibited at the The Knitting & Stitching Shows 2008  and her work is currently showcased at 
the V&A in London. She won the Embroiderers’ Guild Scholarship Award 2008  and the Creative 
Leicestershire Bursary Award 2009 .

After having studied Applied Arts (specialising in ceramics) at the 
University of Wolverhampton, Jo’s practice evolved due to 
experimentation with different mediums, creating ob jects using glass, 
textiles and wood, which finally led her to porcela in.
