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The museum shop is opposite the toilets. 

We sell toys, gifts, crafts, sweets and museum memorabilia.  

At our Visitor Desk we have cold drinks for sale.  In the shop 

we also have a freezer with delicious Snugburyõs Ice Cream 

available during hot weather. 

Walk past the toilets and shop.  There is a seating and coffee area on your right, 

with the large Municipal Hall clock in the centre and a hot drinks machine.  There is 

also a childrenõs craft table for drawing and making museum craft packs (available at 

the Visitor Desk).  You are welcome to sit in this area for a break. 

The art gallery is next to the coffee 

area.  The exhibition in here 

changes every few months.  We 

have approximately 6 exhibitions a 

year, each with a different theme.

After visiting the art gallery, turn back 

towards the Visitor Desk.  You will see a 

sign above your head just past the        

Visitor Desk that says Museum as you enter 

the original Victorian side of our building.   

At the Visitor Desk you can collect a 

museum trail to give you a focus as you 

explore the museum.  

 

Walk in to the museum past the stairs.  The first 

room you enter is our 1930-40s World War 2 

gallery.  This room shows a typical 1930s kitchen, 

front room, back yard and air raid shelter.  There 

are two signs telling you about the display.  There 

is also a glass cabinet displaying uniforms, guns and 

medals from many wars.  Can you find out what 

the name is of the baby doll in the green jumper? 

 

The next room shows a lot of items that tell the 

history of Newcastle-under-Lyme, from          

pre-historic times, through Roman times and the 

building of the castle.  What animal did the giant 

fossil bones belong to?  Do we have all the fossil 

bones or part of the animal?   

There is a wooden castle in this room for 

children to play with and a seating area. 
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Carry on through the museum and you will see our lift on your 

right. 

This is designed to help people who have mobility difficulties, 

wheelchairs or pushchairs.  You must keep the button pressed 

in to call the lift and for the door to open.  When inside the 

lift, keep button 1 pressed in.  The door will slowly close and 

the lift will begin to move to the first floor.  When you stop 

pressing the button, the lift stops moving.  If you need help, a 

member of staff can show you what to do. 
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The lift is in our Hall 

Gallery.

Gallery, this has    

changing exhibitions 

of art work on 

display.

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The first room 

next to the lift 

shows you more 

of the history of 

Newcastle.  Here 

you can watch 

archive films.  If 

you need help to 

watch or listen to 

the films, please 

ask a member of 

staff.  

 

The next room on the right is our Victorian Parlour.  

This is decorated in the style that was fashionable 

when the museum was a family home called The Firs, 

built in 1854.  The family that lived here were the 

Mosleys.  Can you see the photo of the family in a 

frame on the piano? They owned a haberdashery 

opposite the guildhall in the centre of Newcastle.  

What is a haberdashery?  You can find out more 

upstairs in our Victorian Street Scene. 
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Come out of the Victorian Parlour.       

The room opposite is the Red Room  

(often used as our Quiet Room ).  This is 

a meeting room, but if it is open, you can 

also look at our collection of paintings on 

display.  These show the faces of some of 

the residents of Newcastle and also some 

of the different areas of the town.  Do 

you recognise anywhere in the paintings?  

 

Walk back through the museum to the stairs.  

On the walls of our stairway are more 

paintings from our collection.  The large 

painting on the first turn of the stairs is called 

the òMock Mayoró.  What is happening in 

this painting?  There is more information at 

the top of the stairs.

There is a doorway at the back of the Childhood Gallery.  This takes you in to our Victorian 

Street Scene.  You can look through the windows of shops that would have been in 

Newcastle during the Victorian period.  The first shop on the left is Mosleyõs haberdashery 

shop.  They sold lace, ribbon and material to make clothes.                                              

Explore the shops.  Which is your favourite?  
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The first room at the top of the stairs is the Childhood Gallery.  

This shows toys that children have played with in the past.   

Can you see the teddy bears picnic in the middle?  Look at the 

giant teddy bear.  His foot is broken.  What is he stuffed with?  

Can you see the case with all the different dolls?  There is a 

very tiny doll in the middle ð can you find it?   

We have a Victorian play kitchen in this room.  This is the style 

of kitchen that would have been in the museum building when it 

was a house.  You can dress up in this room and play in the 

kitchen. 
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
